Australian Standards - Part One - Climbing Wall Draft Standard — Available for Comment; Standards Australia
has released a draft of new standards for artificial climbing structures.

The draft standard (DR07324) specifies the minimum requirements for the design, construction, operation, competencies
for support personnel, supervision levels, maintenance and testing of fixed and mobile artificial climbing and abseiling

walls and associated components.
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The is for; fixed, indoor, outdoor, permanent, temporary and mobile structures (including inflatable climbing structures)
and facilities used for climbing, abseiling and bouldering.

The draft has been developed by a comprehensive committee of commercial and non commercial providers, experienced
(relevant) representatives from engineering Australia as well as representation by the Outdoor Council of Australia. We
hope that the draft reflects current practices with the AAS being a significant resource for the committee.

VWA adventure activity injury prevention project; Once again; It is important that we gather feedback regarding
how have the visits affected you?

If you have had a VWA visit as part of the injury prevention project then it may be beneficial for the industry if we know
how it went. Several questions are important for the rest of the industry such as;

Was an appointment made in suitable time to prepare/be available?

Were you informed of the objectives of your visit prior to your appointment?
Was the level of detail of the audits appropriate?

Were the inspectors understanding of your procedures?

Were the questions asked appropriate?

I take this opportunity to add that the outcomes of this project should include far better understanding by the VWA of
what to expect of an adventure activity provider as well as better understanding by us of the role and processes of the
WVA.

Flying fox operation - and other high ropes; There is still a great deal of confusion regarding the appropriate
procedures for operating a Flying Fox. The Challenge Ropes Course AAS still contains the general areas that should be
addressed in any risk assessment. One requirement of the AAS since edition 2 was released in April 2005 that
‘Harnesses must comply with European Standard EN 12277 Mountaineering equipment (harnesses, safety requirements
and test methods), UIAA or equivalent standards.’

There is no data to support any claim that a full body harness is any safer than a sit harness provided they are fitted and
used appropriately and in accordance with your procedures. Further, there is no indication that the Australian Standard
in development will expect anything that contradicts this AAS requirement.
