News at a flash

AASfor Non Resort based Snow Activities
The AAS for non resort based snow activities will be posted on the review drafts section of the ORC website this week.

The development of all snow AAS was postponed in 2005 for various reasons. For this AAS the main reason for
postponing development was to allow the working group refer to the completed Bushwalking AAS which would have
clear relevance.

The document has already been circulated to the initial working group members and some associated contacts. Some
topics referred to in comments are on page two of the draft (Draft 3.3) that is posted online. The process from hereis as
follows.

Step Two; 10th November —5th January 2005

Public consultation

The revised draft will be posted to the review AAS section of the ORC website and a project update will be
circulated by the ORC. Again, we invite you to forward that update to all individuals who are involved in the
leadership of group snow activities. The draft will remain online until December 5" and comments will be
welcomed by individuals and organisations via tracked changes and via the submit feedback facility on the
review section of the website.

Step Three; 5th January — 19th January 2005
Review period
The ORC will collate feedback and revise the AAS with the assistance and direction of the AAS working group.

Step Four; 19th January — 20th February 2006

L egal review, committee agreement and publication

Throughout this period, the ORC will liaise with working group members, the AAS Solicitor, the ORC committee of
management and AAS steering committee with the view to post the completed AAS on January 20th 2006.

Abseiling Information
The ORC Inc has received information relating to the safety of rear attachment abseiling. The organisation providing the
information is called Vertical Services Pty Ltd and athorough CD relating to the topic has been forwarded at the request



of the ORC.

Any changesto the AAS must be based upon Victorian feedback, considered by the working group and, unless urgent,
changes will occur at the review by the Technical Review Committee.

Coroner’srecommendations
The ORC Inc. has received a copy of a CORONERS REGULATIONS 1996; Form 1, Record of investigation into death.

Thisfatality occurred on 11th April 2001 and was the result of afall from a giant swing activity. Of significant
importance in the process of developing recommendations are the following points;

1. The organisation conducting the activity is an incorporated, not for profit adventure activity organisation.

2. The AAS were not in existence at the time of the incident but the lack of relevant industry standards was significant in
the development of the coroner’ s recommendations.

3. That the organisation was not an accredited activity provider and that statutory accreditation was also a significant
consideration in the development of recommendations.

4. That the recommendations which follow directly apply to regulation via the Victorian WorkCover Authority. Unlike
the voluntary nature of industry developed schemes such as AAS and Accreditation.

Recommendations are as follows;

RECOMMENDATION 1
That the Governor in Council amend regulation 106(3) of the Occupational Health and Safety (Plant) Regulations
1995 to read:
" (3) Sub-regulations (1)(a) and (1)(b) do not include-

(a) plant which relies exclusively on manual power for its operation; or

(b) plant which isdesigned to be primarily supported by hand unlessthe plant is an amusement
structureor device."

Further, under sections 7 and 12 of the current OH& S Act, the jurisdiction of the Victorian WorkCover Authority to
issue and enforce the provisions of the Act has been extended to enable devel opment of guidelines that may apply to
operators of not-for-profit adventure activities like Delhuntie Park. The Victorian WorkCover Authority also has
authority under the current OH& S to establish administer, examine, review and make recommendations concerning
existing or proposed registration or licensing schemes.

However, the effectiveness of this extrajurisdiction in preventing deaths like that of Dale Measey will require routine
surveillance by and relevant awareness and training of WorkCover Inspectors who monitor workplaces, investigate
incidents and prepare briefs of evidence for prosecution.

Therefore, | recommend:

RECOMMENDATION 2
That the Victorian WorkCover Authority establish a mandatory accreditation, registration and/or licensing and
surveillance scheme for adventure activities provided by not-for-profit organisations for use by the public.

In particular, | recommend:

RECOMMENDATION 3

That the Victorian WorkCover Authority review the training and awareness of their inspectorsin relation to ' giant
swing' structures with aview to identifying and prohibiting unsafe plant and operations before and after an incident
occurs.

RECOMMENDATION 4

That the Victorian WorkCover Authority establish guidelines and routine surveillance procedures for ' giant swing’ type
adventure activities provided by not-for-profit organisations for use by the public which prohibit their use in an upside
position and

require fail-safe independent duplication or back-up of al crucial linkages between the rider and the swing.
